RECYCLING WORKS

Recycling is a well-documented environmental suc-
cess story. Resources and energy are saved, the need
for landfills is reduced and resource recovery facilities

become more efficient.

According to the NJ Department of Environmental
Protection’s recycling web site, nearly 10.3 million
tons of material was recycled in 2003. While this may
seem like a lot, there is more that we can, and must,

do.

Essex County’s 2006 Solid Waste Management Plan
Update implements new recycling strategies to in-
crease our rate of recycling so we meet the 50 percent
municipal solid waste recycling goals established by
the State. Reaching this goal will reduce disposal vol-
umes, air and water pollution, natural resource utili-
zation, greenhouse gas emissions and help expand the

life of our County disposal assets.

MANDATORY MATERIALS
As mandated by the 2006 Essex County Solid Waste Manage-
ment Plan Update, all homes, condominiums, townhouses,
apartments, trailer parks, etc., including certain housing
types considered institutional (i.e. senior citizen homes),
are required to recycle the following materials:
Newspapers
Mixed paper (i.e. junk mail, office paper)
Corrugated cardboard containers
Glass food and beverage containers
Aluminum beverage containers
Plastic containers (#1 and #2)
Steel/ Tin containers
Leaves
Used motor oil*
White goods (ie. refrigerators and washing machines)

Lead acid batteries (vehicle batteries)*
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Ferrous Scrap (ie. iron, steel and stainless steel)
